Obtaining A Business License

The City of Imperial Beach requires all business

operating or located in Imperial Beach, (including all

single family or multi-family rental property), to have

a current business license.

Obtaining a business license consists of several

steps which include but are not limited to:

1. Contact the City's Community Development De-
partment at (619) 628-2381 and confirm that the

location for the business is zoned for that pur-
pose.

2. Obtain a Business License Application*, Sign
Permit*, and other applicable forms from the
City's Finance Department or web site.

3. Attach copies of the following to your business

license application (if applicable):

e Fictitious business name

e State employer tax identification

e  Worker's Compensation Declaration*

¢ Home occupation form*

e  Temporary outdoor sales permit*

e Alcohol beverage license

e Environmental Health Permit

e  Seller's permit

e  And/or other Federal requirements related to

employees
